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Background

Polity Communications Ltd was asked by Bloor Homes to organise community involvement
activities relating to their proposals on the South Seafront, Felixstowe. The proposed
development involves the building of 127 dwellings. The site already benefits from planning
permission which was granted in 2009 for 158 new homes and associated open space/play

space.

The site falls within Suffolk Costal District Council and in the ward of Felixstowe South.

In formulating pre-application community involvement activities around redevelopment
proposals, Bloor Homes considered how to ensure that residents, businesses and civic societies

in the locality of the site could:

» Have access to information about the scheme;

+»+ Put forward their own ideas and feel confident that there was a process for considering

ideas;

+» Comment on the formal proposals, and;

*» Get feedback and be informed about progress and outcomes.

Bloor Homes indicated to officers of the local authority it wished to respond to the desire
expressed in the Council’s Statement of Community Involvement (adopted 2006) which states
that ‘the Council considers that it is good practice for applicants to consult with the local
community on proposals that are sensitive or those that can be expected to attract widespread
public interest. The Council will expect applicants to undertake their own pre-application public
consultation and in such cases will be required to demonstrate that they have sought to engage
with the local community in an appropriate way and to provide details of the methods used and
the outcomes achieved.” Such consultation is a key feature of current best practice in community

involvement in planning and is fully supported by Bloor Homes.

The primary objective of the consultation programme was to inform local people and seek their
views about the emerging revised proposals for the site prior to the finalisation of a planning

application.

Local consultation was undertaken by means of a community involvement event comprising of
an exhibition held on 14th December, 2011 at the Felixstowe Town Hall from 12.00 until
7.00pm. Local ward councillors, residents and businesses were invited and the intention to hold
the exhibition was shared with Council planning officers in advance. Input was received from
Council officers to insure the scope of invitation to the public exhibition was appropriate to this

sort of application.

Publicity for the public exhibition was by means of an invitation drop (see Appendix A) that was
hand delivered within an identified catchment area (see Appendix B). The delivery date of
Wednesday 7" December was chosen in line with our normal practice to notify local residents

and businesses just prior to the weekend preceding a consultation event.
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Individual email invitations to the exhibition were sent out to all district ward Councillors in
Felixstowe and all Felixstowe Town Councillors. Clir Joan Sennington (SCDC), Clir Andy Smith
(SCDC) and ClIr lan Bird (SCDC) attended the exhibition along with a number of Felixstowe Town

Councillors and Felixstowe Mayor Doreen Savage.

The exhibition comprised a series of boards showing the revised plans for the development and

sketches illustrating how the development might look (see Appendix D).

There were 117 visitors to the exhibition which was open between 12 - 7.00 pm on Wednesday
14" December 2011. Feedback from all visitors was noted by the team. Comment forms (see
Appendix C) about the proposals were made available and 17 responses were submitted at the

exhibition. 5 further emails were received after the exhibition

Steps were also taken to publicise the exhibition through the local media (see Appendix E) and
invitations also contained details of a website URL

(www.bloorhomes.com/felixstowesouthseafront) where invitees who could not make the

exhibition were able to access information including a PDF of the exhibition boards. Local Blogs
also featured a link to this URL as well as other information. There were some 126 page
impressions logged at the website, 101 of these being unique visitors and the average viewing

time was 3 minutes 20 seconds.
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3.1

Key issues and responses

The following feedback was received either orally or in writing from those attending the

exhibition. This is not set out in any particular order or given any particular weighting. The issues

raised may have been by more than one respondent:

Infrastructure — A number of residents had concerns over the social infrastructure in the
area. They stated that most local services such and schools and health centres were

already experiencing difficulties with demand.

Response: Noted.

Proposed café — A number of residents asked why a seafront café was on the plans and
who would own/run the café. One resident stated that they thought that there were
already sufficient cafés on the seafront. Furthermore it was felt that the Environment

Agency would object to the development of the proposed café in this location.

Response: The site for a possible future café was on the plans because it formed part of
the original development brief prepared by the local authority. Possible future
construction of the café and the future running of café is a matter for the local authority

to take up in due course.

Marina/Slipway — One resident believed that a marina or a slipway should be

incorporated within the plans as some of the residents may have boats.

Response: Noted, but no need for this has been identified by the local authority.
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Public Toilets — A number of residents commented on the fact that there are not
enough public toilets available and requested that such facilities should be incorporated

in the plans.

Response: Noted, but the local authority has taken the view that these would not be

economically viable.

Traffic Congestion — A number of residents had concerns over the amount of additional
traffic the development will create, the areas of particular concern were Langer Road

and Manor Road.

Response: Noted, although clearly there is a reduction in the number of dwellings
compared to the original plans thus meaning less traffic in the Langer Road and Manor
Road area. The Transportation Assessment submitted as part of the application will

demonstrate that traffic generation is acceptable.

Affordable Housing — A number of residents shared concerns regarding the lack of
affordable housing on site. However one resident was totally against any type of social

housing at all.

Response: The number and mix of affordable housing on site has been agreed with the

local authority.

Sea View — A number of residents expressed concern that they may lose their sea views.

Response: Noted, however the principle of development of the site has long since been

established.

Car Park — Will the current car park be developed ?

Response: The scheme provides for a two new purpose-built car parks at Langer Road

and Manor Terrace. The new scheme provides for 261 spaces.
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Flooding — Some residents shared concerns that the development may be subject to

flooding.
Response: The proposals have been subject to lengthy and detail discussions with the
Environment Agency and local authority. No objections have been raised on flooding

grounds.

Emergency access — If there is car parking on the estate roads, will there be enough

room to allow access to emergency vehicles/delivery vehicles?

Response: There will be full compliance with this statutory requirement.

Design - Will the design of the properties be in keeping with the rest of the Town?

Response: It is believed that the design of the properties reflects the local vernacular of

the surrounding area.

Drainage — A number of residents asked about the local drainage and whether this could

cope with the proposed development, particularly with the perceived risk of flooding.
Response: The proposals were subject of lengthy discussions with the Environment
Agency, Anglian Water and the local authority. The drainage solution is believed to be

acceptable.

Improved proposal — A number of residents stated that they thought the revised

development was far better than the previous proposals.

Response: Noted.
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Green Space — residents wanted to know how the green space/playspace would be

managed.

Response: These would be managed by the Local Authority.

Limited Objections — Only two residents expressed a direct objection to the proposals.

The clear majority view was that this development will enhance the seafront area.

Response: Noted.

Consultation - Most residents welcomed the opportunity to see the plans before they

were to be submitted and liked the early consultation and openness of the event.

Response: Noted.

Coastwatch — Have stated that the 3 storey houses on the seaward Southern corner of
the development nearest to the Tower might restrict their view of the official ‘Small
Craft Crossing’ where yachts cross the main shipping lane to Harwich Haven at right

angles.

Response: This aspect has been considered in the proposals and there will be further

discussion with Coastwatch on this matter.

Coastwatch — They have concerns that access to the Tower could be restricted during
construction and they hope some form of liaison could be established with the building

contractors to sort out problems as they arise.

Response: Inevitably there will be minor disruption to Coastwatch activities during
construction, but the applicants are committed to providing them with unrestricted,

clean, safe and secure access whilst the works are being carried out.
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Bandstand — One resident regretted the loss of the bandstand which had been included

in the previous proposals.

Response: Noted, but there was no bandstand in the previous proposals.

Beach Huts — Will the existing beach huts be retained? If not, will they be relocated?

Response: It is proposed that the beach huts are relocated further to the south of the

development site.

Visibility splays - Questions as to whether there is safe visibility at junctions with Langer

Road?

Response: Noted, this issue will be fully explored in the Transportation Assessment.

Buses/public transport - Could public transport be improved into Felixstowe town

Centre? Could existing bus stops be moved nearer to the development?

Response: Noted.

Visitor parking - Support for adequate pay and display parking provision for visitors to

the seafront.

Response: Noted, this is provided within the proposals.

Dogs - Could disposal facilities be provided to deal with/deter dog fouling?

Response: Facilities will be provided in public open space areas.

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Quantum of recreation space — One visitor to the exhibition thought that this is was

insufficient recreation space.

Response: Noted, but this is the same quantum as the previously approved application

at the site.

Mix of accommodation — Several visitors supported the shift in emphasis from flats to

family housing.

Response: Noted.

Construction impacts - Concern over potential construction impacts on surrounding

residents.

Response: The applicants will endeavour to keep impact/disruption to a minimum and

adopt considerate construction practices.

Conclusions

The community involvement programme for the redevelopment of the South Seafront
Felixstowe site was designed with best practice in mind and in consultation with Suffolk Costal

District Council.

Considerable efforts were made to publicise the programme and engage with key stakeholders
and the local community. There was good participation from a representative cross-section of

elected representatives, organisations and individuals.

Overall, the community involvement exercise revealed that there was significant support for the
redevelopment of the site which is viewed as being neglected and a local eyesore. The major
concerns related to traffic congestion and management and potential loss of sea views from

some neighbouring properties.

No specific changes were identified as a result of the pre-application community involvement.
The proposed scheme maintained many of the elements of the approved application at the site

with changes such as a re-orientation towards family housing which was broadly supported.

Bloor Homes is willing to maintain a dialogue with any interested parties on the proposals in the

formal consultation period on the submitted planning application.
